Sorted Rain Bottles:

Using three empty water bottles, fill each half
way, with either rice, beans or popcorn kernels.
Secure the cap and secure with a drop of glue.

Roll or shake the bottles, verbally describing how
they sound like rain - first a drizzle (rice) and then
a thunderstorm (beans or kernels). Shake them
to hear a Spring thunderstorm!

Slowly add 5
more tablespoons of water, stirring well after each
one

- Knead the slime for approximately 5 minutes
